In order to create a leaflet on local craftsmen in the 6 port-cities of the Mare Nostrum project, we kindly ask you to provide us some information about your city’s craftsmen. We are not asking for an exhaustive list but rather a selection of characteristic know-how that are related to the thematic sections related to the Phoenician Heritage in the Mediterranean. We chose some guidelines to orientate your selection:

Theme 1 : PURPLE 

In this section you are asked to identify, if they exist, traditional techniques for natural color extraction (plants, minerals…) or craftsmen that still use natural colors for dying fabrics or painting (stucco, pottery…) etc…

Theme 2 : ALPHABET 

Identify craftsmen which work with calligraphy. All mediums are accepted (paper, painting, pottery, fabric…) and all languages.

Theme 3 : SHIPBUILDING AND NAVIGATION

Identify workshops where ships or boats are built in a traditional way, or any historical place that testifies of this activity: history of shipbuilding and navigation…

Theme 4 : FISHING TECHNIQUES 

Indicate the fishing port and market as well as places and craftsmen that produce or repair all materials related to traditional fishing. In brief, all activities and places related to traditional fishing. Give some data regarding this activity: number of fisherman, number of boats, existence of a syndicate, museum,…

Theme 5 : TRADE

Traditional markets must be indicated on a map showing the major activities and products. A general layout of the market and some historical information are required. 

Theme 6 : FOOD PRODUCTS

Shops or workshops that produce or sell typical local traditional products.

Theme 7 : HANDICRAFT

Ceramic, Glass, fabrics,… Shops and workshops

ELEMENTS TO PROVIDE
-      A list of craftsmen with a short text (100 words maximum) giving an overview of their work as well as their address (address, mail, website or special links…)

-      A city plan showing the location of the selected craftsmen as well as the various places related to the above mentioned activities 

DEADLINE

These elements (list + map) must be communicated before the end of July 2010.
